The Silent Revolutions exhibition organised by the Slovene Museum of Architecture and Design in cooperation with government institutions and featured companies, encompasses a selection of design projects that marked the first two decades of the existence of the Slovenian state. According to its curator Maja Vardjan, the exhibits display the passion of the individual designers, their drive, innovative development and high-quality production. The exhibition brings together products of large industries with their own labels and objects that are manufactured in small series by their designers. The exhibition does not focus only on the excellence of each individual product, but also on its status in the wider context of contemporary Slovene design.
